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On 4 April, the movie “The King of the White
Elephant”, produced by University Rector,
Pridi Banomyong, which was filmed prior to
World War II to promote world peace, had its

premiere screening at Sala Chalerm Krung at the
same time as in Singapore and in the United States.
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In December, Japan attacked Pearl Harbor and
Singapore, then mobilized their military to Prachuap
Kirikan province. During that time, the 3" and 4"
sraduating class of the preparatory school was
allowed to advance up their classes without taking
any examination; the same exception was made for
every school in Bangkok. This event was called

“Tojo Songkro” (which translates to “Tojo Allowance”)
after General Tojo of the Imperial Japanese Army.
