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On 3 August, more than 5,000 students of the University
of Moral and Political Sciences protested to abolish
the Bar Association’s rule that required law student
sraduates to be trained by the association before
they are qualified to work in law-related professions.
Mr. Andhab Rongdej, a student from UMPS cut himself
as a sign of protest because he believed that their
original rights as students had been violated.

The protest ended when the university secretary
general promised to claim the students’ rights back.
