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On 13 March, the government issued the ‘“‘Thammasat
University Act” through Congress, changing the
name of the university to “Thammasat University”.
The word “Political Sciences” was removed and
“Moral” was replaced with “Thammasat”. Field Marshal
Phibun Songkram, who was the Prime Minister at
the time, became the new university rector.
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On 11 May, Plueng Wannasri published the

poem ‘“Dome...PhuPitak Tum” (which translates

to “Dome...The Guardian of Moral”) in the
Thammachak Journal, which belonged to the
Thammasat Student Association. The ending of the
poem:“My spirit forged by Dome/Through the years,
strengthened, unwavering/ Without Dome....Chao
Phraya...ThaPrachan/There is not one, Guardian of
Justice”, has become a part of the “Thammasat Spirit”

in later years.
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Kulap Saipradit (also known as “Sri Burapha”) wrote
an article titled “Looking at Thammasat Students
Through White Glasses”. One sentence of his article
reads, “The citizens of Thammasat love their university
because their university loves others as well”’, became
the root of an important phrase that reflects the Thammasat
‘“motto” which says “I love Thammasat because
Thammasat teaches me to love other people”.
