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On 9 February, His Majesty the King (King Rama 9)
attended the university concert for the first time and
established the royal song “Yoon Thong” as the
university song, replacing the original “Mon Du
Dao”. The lyrics of “Yoon Thong” were composed
by Deputy Secretary General Chamnong Ratchakit
(Chalan Boonyaratapan). His Majesty the King also
planted 5 flame trees (or the “Caesalpinia Pulcherrima
trees”’) along the university fence next to the Main
Auditorium.
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On 24 December, Prince Wan Waithayakon, Deputy
Prime Minister replaced Field Marshal Thanom
Kittikachorn as the university Rector.
