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On 1 April, 400 farmers from 15 provinces gathered
at Thammasat University to hear the government
supportive measures on the drought problems.
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On 9 May, Thammasat evening class students placed
a wreath that read “Hai...KromKruok” (which
translates to “For...Incompetent Department”)

at the Public Relations Department for failure to
report the truth. Later on Dr. Puey Ungpakorn,
University Rector retaliated against the Siam Party’s
leader who stated in his interview that Thammasat
was the left wing’s weapon storage site by inviting
the police to investigate.
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On 16 May, Thammasat University students, joined
with students from different universities and other
civilians totaling 20,000 people, gathered at Sanam
Luang to condemn the United States for violating
Thailand’s sovereignty by deliberately sending 1,000
marines into Thailand during the “Mayaguez Crisis”.
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On 20 August, militia groups staged their own
demonstration at Sanam Luang and later invaded the
university, throwing explosives and setting fire to the

university buildings. The damage cost about 10 million
baht, but no one was injured during the incident.
