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On 16 July, the university executive committee
announced the prohibition of all assemblies and
demonstration placards within the university.
Students were also restricted from demonstrating
under the university name outside campus. Later on,
four university vice rectors handed in their
resignation due to their conflict with the student
leaders on the political movement issues.

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On 6 October, a mob consisting of both civilians and
officers began arresting and lynching the protestors
resulting in a massacred. University Rector, Dr. Puey
Ungpakornhad to seek political asylum to the United
Kingdom. 3,000 students and citizens were arrested
while another 2,000 fled to the forest to join the
Communist Party of Thailand.
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On 26 November, the military force returned the
control of the university to the new Thammasat
University Rector, Dr. Pridi Kasemsap. Thammasat
University reopened its doors in December.
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The university executive committee announced the prohibition of all assemblies
and demonstration placards.
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On 4 October, a demonstration was staged at
Thammasat University to protest and banish the
former military dictators, “Thanom and Praphas”.
University Rector, Dr. Puey Ungpakorn asked the
students to disperse, with no success.
