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200 AU Thung Mahamek. Mr. Naowarat Pongpaiboon, former student from
the Faculty of Law and member of the literary club
of Thammasat University received the S.E.A Write
Award for his work “Pieng Kwam Kleurnwai”
(meaning “Mere Movement”). The book featured

a collection of poems during 1973—1979 which
expressed the emotions of the young men and
women who moved to promulgate the Constitution
and social justice.

On 23 April, the government of General Prem
Tinsulanonda issued the Orders of the Prime Minister
Office No. 66/2523 with a policy to win the fight
against the Communists through political means
rather than using armed suppression. This policy
attracted students and civilians out of the forest,

200 of which were Thammasat University students.
