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At the “Half Century of Thammasat”, His Majesty
the King (Rama IX) presided over the casting
ceremony of the university’s principal Buddha
statue and named the statue as “Phra Phutthatham
Thithisatsada”. The Buddha statue was a replica of
the meditating Buddha “Phra Phuttha Sihing” which
Somdet Phra Bawornrajchao Maha Sura Singhanat
took with him from Chiang Mai.
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Somdet Phra Ariyavangsagatayana, the Supreme
Patriarch of Thailand presided over the opening
ceremony of the Pridi Banomyong Monument that
stood in front of the Dome Building.
